The Town Turtles
“The Town Turtle” is a replica of the 

Eastern box turtle indigenous to the 
area. The turtle size is 56 inches tall 

by 49 inches wide by 24 inches in depth 
and molded out of fi berglass. While you’re 

scoping out all our Town Turtles, look to see 
if there are any this size on the banks of the 

Chattahoochee! Local artist Jack Elrod designed
the Town Turtle.
